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Project talk through

The panel will select a project for
review on the day (we will let you know
in advance which one this will be).

They will talk to them in a separate
online room or on the same platform,
but without the management team
present.

They will be aiming to see the
organisation from the perspective of the
staff and to check understanding of the
processes and procedures described in
the morning.

They may also ask about their role and
their skills and knowledge.

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Site visit

The site visit can be arranged before or
after the inspection day, possibly

conducted by the historic environment
advisor alongside their monitoring visit.

If there is time during the monitoring
visit, it will include observations and
conversations with staff. It is useful if
this is a reasonably substantial project

are a number of staff available.
